To ensure we are as productive as possible I’m assigning the first chapter and a half of our text as summer reading along with the exercises that go with the book.  If you have your own laptop, we’ll get you set up with that as well. If you have a Chromebook only, see me (with the Chromebook) and we can get that set up. Here’s what you need to do for the summer:

Read Text01-IntroToCS.docx and complete Exercises01.01-05.docx and Exercises01.06-08.docx.

Read Text02-IntroToJava.docx up to Section 2.6 and complete Exercises02.03-06.docx.  Read on in the chapter only if 
you want to. 

I will post the answer keys very close to the beginning of school, but I want you folks to answer the questions as best as you can on your own and then check them with my answer key afterwards.  The assessments for each of these chapters will be administered only after we have had a chance to discuss the chapters in class.  My estimation is that we will take 2 or 3 classes total to review the assignments.

If you will be using your own laptop for the 2014-2015 school year, you should install jGrasp from http://www.jgrasp.org/.  It’s a lightweight IDE that’s very easy to use.  You will also need to install the Java Development Kit (JDK). Instructions are on the back.  If you have no idea what these last sentences means, don’t panic, that’s what this class is for.

To install jGrasp on your computer:
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In the upper right of the page (http://www.jgrasp.org/) click on the download jGrasp icon:
Scroll down until you see the next image, then choose the appropriate version.
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Windows: self-extracting executable (4,290,840 bytes).
Mac OS X: pkg install file (requires admin access to install) (4,807,627 bytes).
Linux, UNIX, and other systems: zip file (5,102,296 bytes).

You will also need the Java Development Kit (JDK) on your computer.  Find it here: http://www.oracle.com/technetwork/java/javase/downloads/index.html. Right in the center of the page you’ll see the download icon below:
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Scroll down again just a wee bit and you’ll see this:



Unless you use a Mac you need to discover which bit encryption your computer uses (x86 or x64).
Check out this video: http://www.youtube.com/watch?v=JRC4SN18PtA for help.  You can skip ahead to about the :40 mark.  It’s actually pretty straightforward but crucial to choose the right download. RUN the program, don’t just download it.  Hopefully, this all worked.  If not I suggest we square any issues ASAP so we can start next year in the best possible position.
